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5. Installing the luminaire using Jack Plug 
connector.

Insert jack plug into monopoint or track i.	
system ensuring locking screws are 
aligned.
Rotate jack plug collar until luminaire is ii.	
securely fastened.

NOTE basis track shown, actual system 
may vary.

4. Locking the luminaire in Pan and Tilt. 

Adjust luminaire to desired position, using i.	
angle gauge if required.
Lock luminaire position using 2mm Allen ii.	
key provided.

NOTE only adjust luminaire position when 
unlocked.

3. Installing accessories using the 
accessory holder.

Fit up to 2 accessories into accessory i.	
holder. 
Secure accessories in place using ii.	
retaining clip.
Insert accessory holder into snoot until it iii.	
clicks into place.

2. Attaching the safety leash (if fitted).

Remove lamp housing as indicated in i.	
section 1.
Attach leash using leash screw on main ii.	
body. 
Replace lamp housing as directed in iii.	
section 1.

NOTE ensure safety leash is contained 
within lamp housing before reattaching 
to base.

1. Replacing the luminaire’s lamp.

CAUTION lamp and lamp housing may 
be extremely hot. Allow to cool before 
touching.

Twist snoot anti-clockwise and remove.i.	
Replace failed lamp, ensuring it is ii.	
connected securely.
To reattach snoot, align indicators as iii.	
shown and twist clockwise until you hear 
a click.

Model shown is Evo with short snoot. The 
same procedues apply for Evo R & Evo S and 
other snoot options with the exception of 
section 4.
